	3. Conducting the learning process

	- the teacher presents to the students a film in order to remind them the most important notions they have learnt:
- the students work with the materials given by the teacher –a page with the QRCode. Point the camera of the mobile device to a QR-Code. Wait till the application will read the QR-Code and download some short information about the multimedia material. Press on the “Play” button. The application will then download and decrypt the multimedia material, and then play it on the device. While watching the video, the student can stop the playback anytime by double-tapping on the screen.
- the teacher divides the students into groups by drawing them and gives a groups of fish to each group of students.
-the teacher wants the students to ask questions to the other groups, under the form of a game, in order to identify the representatives of the main groups of fish 
-  the teacher draws a review table where he writes down the main characteristics of fish as they emerge from the students’ answers.
- requests to the students that the questions they are going to ask to their colleagues should reflect the general characteristics of the groups of fish
- in order to classify the students after the contest, the teacher prepares in advance a chart which represents the groups of fish to which we attach a smiling face for each correct answers and an angry face for each wrong answer.
- at the end of the contest the teacher verifies the score and  announces the winning group. The teacher gives marks to students that had excellent answers.
